Funding Applications NewsSt Edward’s Catholic Church Ivy Street in the parish of St Maximilian Kolbe and the Holy Spirit
has been successful in their application in respect of funding for the refurbishment of the kitchen
attached to the parish community hall. The funding amounting to £14.309.81 in total represents
£2,500 from Allchurches Trust an11,809.81 FCC communities Foundation LTD a not-for-profit
business that awards grants from funds donated by FCC Environment through the landfill
communities fund and the Scottish Landfill Communities Fund. The project involved the removal
and replacement of all units and cupboards, work tops, tiles, sinks, safety flooring, lights, and
ventilator. Prior to the refurbishment the kitchen was looking very sad and dysfunctional, now it is
light, bright, user friendly, easy to maintain and clean. It is an asset to the parish groups who
prepare food and snacks and a selling point for any community groups who have an interest in it’s
hire. The whole parish community and other users were involved in providing the documents to
prove the need for the improvements so can take some credit for our success. We were also
assisted with the application process by Jane Rhodes, HBC community development Officer and
by members of FCC grants application team. This was supported by HBC Area Forum Grange
Ward Councillors.
The project was completed to a high standard by Gallery KB of Runcorn.
