Santiago de Compostela – A message from Clare Williams
I've recently returned from volunteering for 2 weeks in Santiago de Compostela in the Northwest of Spain - a great place of pilgrimage and devotion to St James the Apostle. Over my time there 36,318 pilgrims came through the Pilgrims Office to collect their Compostela, plus thousands more pilgrims arrived in Santiago, and did not collect a certificate. So, as you can imagine, it was very busy! While there, I was privileged to welcome English-speaking pilgrims, listen to them share their experiences, and try to help them process their journey. Different people I met stood out to me, either for the reasons they were walking or their learning on the Camino. One lady I met on the first day, shared that she was walking because a friend, who had died 6 months earlier, was encouraging her to be more adventurous. She would never have dreamt of walking over 800km on her own, and yet here she was sitting in Santiago after walking from St. Jean de Pied de Port, in France. Along the way she felt God's presence and received answers to various prayers she had brought with her, as well as knowing her friend was with her all the way. This was one of many Spirit-filled experiences I heard about and wanted to share to give you a taste of my time in Santiago.
