During the final ministry, the Deacon recognised health problems that we currently have and the worries and strains that go with them. The way he detailed the healing ministry around them was extraordinary. On approaching the minister, he instantly recognised that we were the people that he was relating to. His blessings was more than welcome and very touching. The Second experience taken from the trilogy is that I personally have recognised that I am now at peace. I have not felt truly at peace with myself for many, many years. In talking with our extended family, that peacefulness, although described in many ways, has been noticed by all.
